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Abstract

On the 400th anniversary of the birth of the philosopher and mathematician Blaise
Pascal, the article examines various editions and translations which were significant
in the publishing history of the celebrated Lettres provinciales, in which Pascal
attacked the laxity of the Jesuits’ moral approach.
